He is an
internationally recognized teacher, soloist, clinician, chamber musician and author.

Dr. Umble has recently presented Guest Artist recitals and clinics at The Hartt School
of Music, Oakland University, the University of Mississippi, and was recently guest
featured clinician at the American Saxophone Institute at The University of lowa.
